PROCEDURE RELATING TO APPLICATION FOR ABNORMAL LOADS

Road Traffic (Construction, Equipment and Use of Vehicles) Regulations, 1963 as amended

Where it is proposed to carry a load, which is such that the gross weight or axle weights are in excess of the legal limits or the dimensional or projecting limits are breached, a permit must be obtained from the relevant local authority or authorities through whose functional area(s) the load will be carried. 

South Tipperary County Council require that the following procedure is adhered to when applying for a permit for an abnormal load:

1. Before making an application, the Commissioner of the Garda Siochana must be informed and given a copy of the application form at least 4 WORKING days before the Application is submitted to the Local Authority.

2. Completed application form must be submitted at least 4 clear days prior to movement of load.

3. Any permit issued is on the basis of the Vehicle Registration Number and is not transferable to any other Vehicle Registration Number.

4. Payment must be received prior to release of permit.

5. The fee for a single journey permit is €60
6. 3 Month Permit €150

7. Annual permit is available at a fee of €500
8.         Single Abnormal Load that involves diversions €650.

The appropriate fee must be paid in advance of the permit being issued. If paying in Sterling, please allow an additional €5 to cover bank transaction charges.
