South Tipperary County Council 2008 Artist Bursary Award Scheme

The Art Service of South Tipperary County Council is pleased to announce that applications are now being invited from individual artists, resident in or originally from South Tipperary for the 2008 Artist Bursary Award Scheme.

This scheme is a new initiative of the Arts Service and has been established in 2008, the aim is to support artist’s living in and from South Tipperary in developing their own practice. This is not an education bursary.
Aims:

· Supporting the development of artist’s existing practice
· Encouraging artists to live and work in South Tipperary

· Contribute to the growth of skilled artists in the county

There are two awards
1. Emerging Artist Award, €1,500 (1 award available)

2. Artist Award - €3,000 ( 2 awards available)
Applications will be considered from artists working in all art forms:

· For the creative research and development of new work.

· Initiatives that can demonstrate the development of an artist’s existing practice 
· To allow time for an artist to concentrate on their practice, releasing them from other commitments. 
Who can apply: 
The Bursary Award is open to individual artists at all stages of their career, (one award being allocated to an emerging artist), working in any art-form, art practice discipline or genre. Applicants must be able to demonstrate that they are practising professional artists.
Artists in all disciplines can apply. 

Visual Artists– for the creation of new work / improving the quality of an artists practice, development of skills
Music – to cover all forms of original music creation - i.e. classical, jazz, traditional, folk, rock, etc – for the creation of new work / improving the quality of an artists practice, development of skills
Drama / Theatre – for the creation of new work / improving the quality of an artists practice, development of skills

Dance – will cover all forms of dance performance and choreography, e.g. traditional, contemporary ballet, etc.  for the creation of new work / improving the quality of an artists practice, development of skills
Literature – offered to writers of creative writing e.g. poetry, drama, fiction (not applicable to writers of local historical research or documentary) for the creation of new work / improving the quality of an artists practice, development of skills

Not Eligible:

· Education awards

· Major capital costs – e.g. for the building of studios etc
· Applications /activities for charity fund-raising purposes, for participation in a competition, or for primarily profit-making purposes

Criteria for selection:

· Artistic ambition and excellence

· Quality and artistic merit of the proposal

· Potential Impact on individual’s artistic / career development
· Competitive context and available resources
Applications should include:
· Fully completed application form

· Statement of intent – intended purpose of the award (max 500 words in length).
· Curriculum Vitae

· Supporting material this should include relevant current information:
Visual Arts – a maximum of 10 labelled images on slide / photograph / CD/DVD CD Rom format – accompanied with a list detailing title, date, media and dimensions. Supporting material e.g. catalogues / reviews etc Please do not submit portfolios.

Music – examples of work, recorded performances or supporting material
Drama / Theatre – examples of work e.g. recorded performances or supporting material

Dance - examples of work e.g. recorded performances or supporting material

Literature – please supply examples of creative writing – (no more than 10 pages) of published or unpublished work.



Guidelines for Application

1. All applicants must be currently living in South Tipperary or born in South Tipperary.

2. Application forms must be completed in full, incomplete application forms will not be considered.

3. All application forms must be accompanied by a current CV outlining career to date.

4. All submissions will be short-listed on the basis of the information that is supplied, applicants should ensure that sufficient information is supplied.

5. Applications will only be accepted by individual artists – not groups or organisations.

6. Only one application per individual artist will be accepted
7. E-mail applications will not be acceptable.
8. Bursary’s are not available to artists currently completing their education – Applicants for the Emerging Artist Award must have completed their third level education
9. Bursary awards are not intended for capital development projects e.g. the building of studio spaces
10. An independent selection panel with specific expertise in the arts areas will assess applications

11. Successful applicants will receive 70% of their award upon acceptance of an offer – the remaining 30% will be awarded upon completion of the proposal and upon submission of a comprehensive report / documentation of the proposal.
12. The proposal must be completed within one year of receiving the award.

13. Retrospective applications will not be considered

14. Canvassing of members of staff of South Tipperary County Council or members of Selection Panels by or on behalf of an applicant will disqualify the applicant.

15. South Tipperary County Council’s decision will be final and no correspondence will be entered into concerning a bursary.

16. Successful 2008 recipients will not be eligible to apply until 2010.
