
 
DONOHILL 
 

Context 
Donohill is situated in the north west of the County and is identified as a Local Service Centre in the Draft County 
Development Plan.  
 

Infrastructure 
Water Supply: There are intermittent water supply difficulties in Donohill upgrading works may be required to 

accommodate new developments. 
. 
 
Waste Water: There is a Housing Section wastewater treatment plant serving a small development, there is 

currently no municipal plant in Donohill 
 

Development Objectives 
New development in Donohill shall respect the nature and scale of the village and shall adhere to the following 
specific objectives; 
 
DO1 Master Plan shall indicate proposed linkages, village park area/amenities and phasing for 

development of lands, with lands closest to the village core to be developed initially. New 
development shall provide for village services adjacent to the village crossroads and shall 
incorporate a new public car-park to facilitate off-street car-parking in the centre of the village. 

DO2 Single storey type development should be considered on elevated portions of this site. Lands 
shall be reserved to facilitate future expansion of the school. 

DO3 It is the objective of the Council to facilitate low density and informal housing on this level site, 
new village frontages shall be identified onto both local roads which adjoin the site. 

DO4 It is the objective of the Council to implement a planting scheme along the southern side of the 
public road where it adjoins new Council housing development. 

DO5 As opportunities arise the Council will seek the enhancement of the visual amenities of the village 
and the provision of a village centre focal point. 
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DRANGAN 
 
Context 
Drangan is located in the east of the County and is identified as a Local Service Centre in the Draft County 
Development Plan.   
 
Infrastructure 
Water Supply: There are water supply difficulties in Drangan; it is intended to advance the Fethard Regional 

Water Supply Scheme, which currently serves the settlement. Upgrading works may be required 
to accommodate new developments. 

 
Waste Water: There is a municipal wastewater treatment plant in Drangan and there is spare capacity, however 

upgrades are required to minimise any risks to the receiving environment.  
 

Development Objectives 
New development in Drangan shall respect the nature and scale of the village and shall adhere to the following 
specific objectives; 
 
DO1 The Council will facilitate new low-density residential development of a scale appropriate to the 

village. 
DO2 The Council will seek to Improve pavement and define car parking and tree planting/landscaping 

on the main street. 
DO3 New development on adjoining lands shall incorporate the existing well, pump and stream as an 

amenity feature into the amenities of the development. The development shall also set back and 
construct a new stone wall and footpath along the roadside boundary. 

DO4 As opportunities arise the Council will seek the enhancement of the visual amenities of the village 
and the provision of a village centre focal point. 

DO5 Set back boundary and provide new pavement at entrance to village linking the village centre as 
part of new development. 

DO6 The Council will seek the removal of the disused petrol pumps as opportunities arise. 
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DUALLA 
 
Context 
Dualla is located in the north of the County, and is identified as a Local Service Centre in the Draft County 
Development Plan.  
 
Infrastructure 
Water Supply: There are water supply difficulties in Dualla; options for borehole augmentation to the water 

supply are being investigated. Upgrading works may be required to cater for new development. 
 
Waste Water: There are two private wastewater treatment plants in operation in Dualla, there is currently no 

municipal treatment plant. Applicants are required to consult with Water Services Section prior to 
making an application for any new proposals. 

 
Development Objectives 
New development in Dualla shall respect the nature and scale of the village and shall adhere to the following 
specific objectives; 
  
DO1 Development of this site shall respect the character of Dualla. Any development shall incorporate 

an element of streetscape fronting the road to the south west of the site and a new equipped area 
for play and village green easily accessible to the public as part of the proposal. Any proposal 
shall consider and demonstrate possible future access to lands adjoining the eastern boundary of 
the site.  

DO2 It is the objective of the Council to reserve lands to provide for the future expansion of the school 
and the cemetery 

DO3 Development shall facilitate roadside improvements and seek to extend the existing built form of 
Dualla, especially to the south of the site where a streetscape village type development may be 
provided. Any proposal shall incorporate a streetscape through the site in an east west direction 
and consider and demonstrate possible future access to lands adjoining the western boundary of 
the site.  

DO4 As opportunities arise the Council will seek the enhancement of the visual amenities of the village 
and the provision of a village centre focal point. 
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GLENGOOLE 
 
Context: 
Glengoole is identified as a Local Service Centre in the Draft County Development Plan and is situated on the 
R669 between Ballynonty and Ballysloe in the north east of the County.  
 
Infrastructure: 
Water Supply: There are water supply difficulties in Glengoole, upgrades are required to the Fethard Regional 

Water Supply Scheme which serves this settlement. Further upgrading works may be required to 
accommodate new developments. 

 
Waste Water: There is a municipal wastewater treatment system in Glengoole with spare capacity.  
 
Development Objectives: 
New development in Glengoole shall respect the nature and scale of the village and shall adhere to the following 
specific objectives; 
 
DO1  Existing trees shall be retained where appropriate, a new village green shall be incorporated as 

part of development of this site. 
DO2  New development on this site should consider potential impact on the views to the uplands. 
DO3  New village development of key corner sites around the junction shall be encouraged, and shall 

aim to enhance the streetscape and appearance of the village centre. Piecemeal development or 
a single dwelling shall not be facilitated on key corner sites.  

DO4  New development shall require a sensitive approach to design due to site levels. 
DO5   The disused quarry has potential to be developed as an amenity use. 
DO6  Enhance visual closure at the Church with the appropriate planting of trees and chanelisation of 

vehicular access as appropriate. 
DO7 As opportunities arise the Council will improve pavement or carriageway definition at the school. 
DO8 As opportunities arise the Council will seek the enhancement of the visual amenities of the village 

and the provision of a village centre focal point. 
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GORTNAHOO 
 
Context 
Gortnahoe is located in the northeast of the County and is identified as a Local Service Centre in the Draft County 
Development Plan.  
 
Infrastructure 
Water Supply: There are intermittent water supply difficulties in Gortnahoe, upgrading works may be required to 

accommodate new developments. 
 
 
Waste Water: There is a municipal wastewater treatment plant in Gortnahoe, upgrading works are required. 
 
Development Objectives 
New development in Gortnahoe shall respect the nature and scale of the village and shall adhere to the following 
specific objectives; 
 
DO1 It is the objective of the Council to facilitate and encourage the redevelopment of existing derelict 

sites on the Main Street. 
DO2 It is the objective of the Council to enhance and enclose existing car-parking through the use of 

both soft and hard landscaping. 
DO3 Development of adjoining lands should provide for a buffer area adjacent to the existing 

Churchyard. 
DO4 It is the objective of the Council to enhance and enclose existing car-parking through the use of 

both soft and hard landscaping at the community hall.  
DO5 This large site is suitable for village housing with access reserved onto both public roads.  
DO6 As opportunities arise the Council will seek the enhancement of the visual amenities of the village

GRANGEMOCKLER 
 

Context 
Grangemockler is located to the east of the County and is identified as a Local Service Centre in the Draft County 
Development Plan.  
 
Infrastructure 
Water Supply: There are water supply difficulties; there is a need to upgrade to Clonmel Town and Rural 

Water Supply Scheme. Specific upgrading works may be required to accommodate new 
developments. 

 
Waste Water: There is no municipal waste water treatment plant in Grangemockler, any proposal for a treatment 

plant will need to be to an agreed standard to minimize risk to the receiving environment. 
 
Development Objectives 
New development in Grangemockler shall respect the nature and scale of the village and shall adhere to 
the following specific objectives; 

 

DO1  Provide pedestrian path and setback of roadside boundary between the bridge and the 
community hall on both sides of the public road in conjunction with new development. 

DO2  Provide tree planting on the carriageway edge and enhance the visual appearance of the 
car park. 

DO3  Provide a new pedestrian path between the car park and the National School and a new 
pedestrian crossing at the school as opportunities arise. 

DO4  Provide new elements of streetscape as opportunities arise in order to improve visual 
enclosure and definition of the village centre. 

DO5  The Council will seek to improve the visual appearance of this area of the village and will 
replace the paved lay by with soft landscaping and tree planting. 

DO6  As opportunities arise the Council will seek to provide a new wall or appropriate 
decorative railing to the bridge. 

DO7  The Council will seek the removal of abandoned cars as opportunities arise and seek the 
suitable redevelopment of the lands for appropriate village centre uses. 

DO8  Provide a new set down area and car parking for the National School in conjunction with 
new development. 

DO9   Retain an undisturbed buffer between the SAC and future development. 
DO10 As opportunities arise the Council will seek the enhancement of the visual amenities of 

the village and the provision of a village centre focal point. 
DO11 As opportunities arise the Council will require the development of a linear riverside park 

as part of development on lands adjoining the Lingaun River.  
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HOLLYFORD  
 
Context: 
Hollyford is located in the north west of the County and is identified as a Local Service Centre in the Draft County 
Development Plan.  
 
Infrastructure: 
Water Supply: There is adequate water supply in Hollyford at present. 
 
Waste Water: The municipal wastewater treatment system in Hollyford is currently at capacity 
 
Development Objectives: 
New development in Grange shall respect the nature and scale of the village and shall adhere to the following 
specific objectives: 
 
DO1 This large village centre site is considered sensitive and important to the future form of the village. 

New development shall consider the site as a whole and shall be of a form and scale appropriate 
to the village. Environmental improvements along the riverbank shall be incorporated into any 
scheme and to provide for a future amenity of the village. New development shall incorporate a 
quality open space with easy access to the village centre. 

DO2 New development on this elevated site must be of appropriate design to ensure that the visual 
character of the area is preserved. 

DO3 As opportunities arise the Council will seek the enhancement of the visual amenities of the village 
and the provision of a village centre focal point. 

DO4 Development of one-off houses in the village, shall not compromise the development potential of 
lands zoned for development, a cohesive approach shall be taken with regard development on 
village lands. 
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KILFEAKLE 
 
Context 
Kilfeakle is located in the west of the County on the N74 between Cashel and Tipperary Town and is identified as 
a Local Service Centre in the Draft County Development Plan.  
 
Infrastructure 
Water Supply: There are intermittent water supply difficulties in Kilfeakle upgrading works may be required to 

accommodate new developments. 
 
Waste Water:  There is no municipal wastewater treatment system in Kilfeakle. 
 
Development Objectives 
New development in Kilfeakle shall respect the nature and scale of the village and shall adhere to the following 
specific objectives; 
 
DO1 As opportunities arise the Council will seek the enhancement of the visual amenities of the village 

and the provision of a village centre focal point. 
DO2  It is the objective of the Council to improve and define the existing junction. 
DO3 It is the objective of the Council to implement traffic calming and landscaping works along the 

national secondary road, through the centre of the village. 
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LATTIN 
 
Context: 
Lattin is located in the west of the County and is identified as a Local Service Centre in the Draft County 
Development Plan.  
 
Infrastructure: 
Water Supply: There are water supply difficulties in Lattin, borehole augmentation and upgrading works to the 

Galtee Regional Water Supply Scheme are being investigated upgrading works may be required 
to accommodate new developments. 

. 
Waste Water:  There is no municipal wastewater treatment system in Lattin 
 
Development Objectives: 
New development in Lattin shall respect the nature and scale of the village and shall adhere to the following 
specific objectives; 
 
DO1 It is the objective of the Council to facilitate the development of a village development on lands 

south of the regional road. Any proposal will aim to develop a new village street southwards 
towards lands zoned for amenity use. Development shall be informal in layout with emphasis on 
high quality design, materials and finishes, and shall integrate with and overlook proposed 
amenity space to the west (DO6). Development should incorporate village services and amenities 
as well as housing. 

DO2 It is the objective of the Council to reserve lands adjoining existing GAA sports facility to provide 
for future expansion of same. 

DO3 This site has potential to be developed for low-density detached housing, which could be 
incorporated into a parkland setting in the grounds of Lattin House. New development shall not 
detract from the character of the protected structure; the existing wall shall be retained where 
appropriate. 

DO4 It is the objective of the Council to facilitate the redevelopment of this site and to provide for a 
revitalisation of the public streets. The existing buildings shall be retained and redeveloped where 
appropriate. 

DO5 As opportunities arise the Council will seek the enhancement of the visual amenities of the village 
and the provision of a village centre focal point. 

DO6 It is the objective of the Council to facilitate the development of a public park on elevated lands at 
the centre of the village. 
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ROSEGREEN  
 
Context 
Rosegreen is located on the R688 between Cashel and Ballyclerihan and is identified as a Local Service Centre in 
the Draft County Development Plan.  
 
Infrastructure 
Water Supply: There are constant water supply difficulties in Rosegreen 
 
Waste Water: It will be necessary to upgrade the existing municipal wastewater treatment plant.  
 
Development Objectives 
DO1 Master Plan Requirement - The Council requires that the site be considered as a whole and 

subject to an overall plan to indicate linkages, access, proposed amenity and proposed village 
services and facilities. Development shall be permitted on a phased basis only, each phase to 
reflect the scale of Rosegreen village. 

DO2 Master Plan Requirement - This large site of approx 2.6ha lies to the east of the regional road 
(R688), at an elevated point in the village. The Council requires that the site be considered as a 
whole and subject to an overall plan to indicate linkages, access, proposed amenity and proposed 
village services and facilities. Development should be undertaken on a phased basis, and must 
identify a large village green and measures to protect the recorded monument (Motte) on the site. 
New development must respect the elevated nature of this site. 

DO3 Development shall facilitate employment uses of a scale appropriate to the village. Land shall be 
reserved for future expansion of cemetery. 

DO4 It is the objective of the Council to ensure that the currently disused green area to the northwest 
corner of the housing estate is developed in an appropriate manner. 

DO5 It is the objective of the Council to undertake a planting scheme of semi-mature trees along the 
existing roadside green.  

DO6 As opportunities arise the Council will seek the enhancement of the visual amenities of the village 
and the provision of a village centre focal point.
