29. Resolutions from Other Local Authorities.

Leitrim County Council

“That the members of Leitrim County Council call on the Department of Transport, Irish Rail and the Haulage Industry to enter into discussions with a view to providing a viable and workable Freight Service on all mainline rail lines and that this motion be circulated to each local authority seeking their support for the motion”.

Clonmel Borough Council

“That this Borough Council request all Borough/Town Councils to call on the Minister for Justice to continue to oppose any move by Bookmaker Chains to have gaming machines placed in their offices.  This is to help families from returning to poverty status, when parents get hooked on these machines, as has happened in Clonmel in the not too distant past”.

Clonmel Borough Council

“That this Borough Council undertake not to apply any water charge to non-commercial activities such as schools etc.”
Carrick-on-Suir Town Council

“That this Council calls on the Minister for Education Mary Hanafin to upgrade the Waterford Institute of Technology to University status without further delay in order to enhance the educational status of the South East Region”.

Macroom Town Council

“The Council notes the increase in agency employment throughout the economy.  We are aware that many workers from home and abroad are offered agency employment when they are seeking direct and permanent employment.  We understand trade unions have raised concerns that many of these workers are retained on minimum conditions and in some instances are not receiving all their entitlements.  Agency employment should not be used as an unnecessary substitute for direct employment or as a mechanism for avoidance of or undermining of fair pay and conditions.  Noting that legislation will come before the Oireachtas on the issue of Agency Employment, Macroom Town Council believes and recommends to the Minister that the principle of equal treatment should be included in any such legislation on this issue”.
