Local Government (Water Pollution) Acts, 1977 & 1990

Guidance Notes for Applicants



1. GENERAL

Under the Local Government (Water Pollution) Act 1977, a Licence is required for the discharge of trade effluent or other matter (see definition) to sewers.  As of 1st of January 1979, it is an offence to discharge any trade effluent or other matter to any sewer except under and in accordance with a Licence.

2. WHO TO APPLY TO:

Applications should be made to the Director of Services for Physical Planning and Environment, South Tipperary County Council, County Hall, Clonmel, Co. Tipperary.

3. DOCUMENTS TO BE SUBMITTED WITH APPLICATION FORM

a. A completed application form.  (This form must be completed fully and accurately).

b. Two copies of a 1:2500 Ordnance Survey Map on which the site location and the point of discharge are clearly marked.

c. Application fee of €381.00

NOTE: 
An applicant for a Licence may be required to furnish such other particulars as the Council may reasonably require for consideration of the application and the results of any investigations made, or required by the Council to be made.

4. DEFINITIONS

a.  “Trade Effluent” means effluent from any works, apparatus, plant or drainage pipe used for the disposal to a sewer of any liquid (whether treated or untreated) either with or without particles of matter in suspension therein, which is discharged from premises used for carrying on any trade or industry (including mining), but does not include domestic sewage or storm water.

b. “Trade” includes agriculture, aquaculture, horticulture and any scientific research or experiment.

c. “Sewage Effluent” means effluent from any works, apparatus, plant or drainage pipe used for the disposal to sewers of sewage, whether treated or untreated.

d. “Sewage” includes domestic sewage and a combination of domestic sewage and storm water.

5. NOTES
Industrial wastewaters entering collection systems and urban wastewater treatment plants shall be subject to such pre-treatment as required to:

· protect the health of staff working in collection systems and treatment plants, and,

· ensure that collection systems, wastewater treatment plants systems and associated equipment are not damaged, and,

· ensure that operation of wastewater treatment plants and the treatment of sludge are not impeded, and, 

· ensure that the discharge from treatment plants do not adversely affect the environment or prevent receiving water from complying with other Community Directives, and

· ensure that the sludge can be disposed of safely and in an environmentally acceptable manner.

The use of a “garbage grinder” or macerator to discharge organic waste to the sewer is prohibited unless agreed in advance of installation with the Sanitary Authority.  (The use of these systems is discouraged as they increase the organic load discharged to the sewer by approximately 30% and contribute to blockages in the sewerage network.)
